	Chairman Report

The Annual Report was tabled and approved by the Committee. It was noted that:
· A number of successful events were held in the year, including the summer fete, bingo and two raffles.
· Year 6 pupils returned to Calvert Trust Center for an enriching residential stay, for the first time since the pandemic
· The school library refurbishment project has commenced with the appointment of an architect, who has kindly given 50 hours of her time for free
· A new charity law was introduced into Guernsey in 2022 and in response to the new requirements, a new PSFA constitution was drafted and approved
· SH stepped down as Chair in 2023, following ten years service on the PSFA and she was thanked for contribution and service to the school

PS extended her thanks to YH for the report and for guiding the PSFA in the year.

	Accounts

SH advised that the accounts had been prepared in line with the new charity law requirements. In the year, the PSFA recorded income of £17,631 and expenditure of £15,522, resulting in a new profit of £2,109. SH advised that £5k was received from the Torteval Douzaine towards the library project and has been transferred to the library reserve. 

There remains a healthy balance in the sensory project reserve of £55,150. 

Total assets of £68,156 were reported, with no liabilities.

The Committee approved the Annual Accounts.
